Software collections, such as PortableApps and winPenPack, commonly include an office suite, a web browser, an email client, an instant messenger, a calendar, a task manager, and an antivirus program. 

Safety first: When you plug your flash drive into a computer at a hotel, an internet café, a library, or a distant office, contamination is possible. Scan the drive for viruses and spyware while using it in a host computer, and check the drive once more on your home computer.
